
Informed Consent Continued 
planations remain the responsibility of 
the physician. The nurse's duty is to 
notify the physician of the patient's 
lack of comprehension, or, alterna­
tively, to make the problem known to 
the nursing administrator who has the 
authority to deal with the matter. And 
since the nurse's first duty is to watch 
out for the patient's welfare, the gov­
erning principle should not be concern 
with form, but rather concern that the 
patient fully understands the nature of 
the procedure. v
